Lastly, I will and bequeath to my wife, Rebecca Gingery, all the residue of my personal property after paying my debts aforesaid and I also will and bequeath unto the said Rebecca, all my Real Estate with all appertenances thereunto belonging, consisting of two Forty acre lots of land lying in said County of Seneca and State of Ohio, to be appropriated to the special use of the said Rebecca & her heirs & assigns forever.
