This Indenture Witnesses that Joseph Gingery and Esther his wife of the County of Seneca in the State of Ohio for and in consideration of the sum of two hundred dollars, to them in hand paid by Emanuel Gingery of Seneca County and State _____ the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged, have given, granted, bargained, sold, aliened, conveyed and confirmed, and by these presents, do give, grant, bargain, sell, alien, convey and confirm to the said Emanuel Gingery his heirs and assigns forever a lot of Land situated and being in the County of Seneca and State of Ohio and known and distinguished by being forty three acres of Land down the west end of the south half of the southwest quarter of section number eighteen in Township [???] north range thirteen in the district of Lands, now selling at Burying Ohio.  To have and to Hold, the said granted premises, with all the appurtenances and privileges to the same belonging, or in any wise appertaining to the said Emanuel Gingery, his heirs and assigns, to their own proper use, benefit and behoof forever as a good and undefeasible estate, in fee simple.  And the said Joseph  Gingery and Esther his wife for themselves,  their heirs, executors and administrators, covenant with the said Emanuel Gingery, his heirs and assigns, that until the sealing and delivery of these presents, they are lawfully seized in fee, of the above granted premises and appurtenances:  that they have good right, full power and lawful authority to sell and convey the same in manner aforesaid, that the said premiese are free from all incumbrances whatever: and that they will and do ???nant and defend the same to the said Emanuel Gingery his heirs and assigns forever against the lawful claims of all persons whomsoever.
