Vol. Engineers in the service of the United States, who was discharged at Indianapolis, on the 9th day of May 1865, and is an applicant for an invalid pension, by reason of alleged disability resulting from chronic Diarrhea & Pneumonia.


In my opinion the said Isaac Wonderly is Totaly incapacitated for obtaining his subsistence by manual labor from the cause above stated.


Judging from his present condition, and from the evidence before me, it is my belief that the said disability originated in the service aforesaid in the line of duty.


The disability is uncertain as to duration.


A more particular description of the applicant’s condition is subjoined:

The applicant when discharged came home sick with Pneumonia & Diarrhea he lay for several months very low.  The disease assumed a Typnoid character.  He is now just able to be up; and as a sequel he has dropsy & is unable for any labor & will be for a long while if he ever is.
